Mark 11:23-24 - For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this 
mountain, 'Be removed and be cast into the sea,' and does not 
doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be 
done, he will have whatever he says. Therefore I say to you, whatev-
er things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and 
you will have them.

Mat 8:16-17 – When evening had come, they brought to Him many 
who were demon-possessed and He cast out the spirits with a word, 
and healed all who were sick, that it might be fulfilled which was 
spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: "HE HIMSELF TOOK OUR INFIR-
MITIES AND BORE OUR SICKNESSES." 

 
7. Jesus Completed Your Healing on the Cross – Thank God for It 
1Peter 2:24 - who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, 
that we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness—by whose 
stripes you were healed.  
 
8. Know Who the Source of Sickness and of Life Is 
John 10:10 - The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and 

to destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they may 
have it more abundantly.  
 
9. God’s Will for You Is to Be Healed and Prosper 
3John 2 - Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in 
health, just as your soul prospers.   
 
10. Jesus’ Purpose for Coming in the World
